| met Thom in 2002 when he served on the
Town of Cornelius Parks and Recreation
Advisory Board. In 2003, he enrolled in the
Lake Norman Chamber’s Academy of Political
Leadership program where we review insights
into running for local, county, and state elected
positions.

Later that fall, he was elected to the Town
Board where he served until he ran for the NC
District #98 seat in 2006 held by incumbent
John Rhodes. Thom became Speaker of the
North Carolina House in 2011. He led a newly

during a transformative period in our state’s
politics.
